Fellow Knights

I was able to attend the Mother of Life Conference and was inspired
by all of the awesome speakers. 1 was particularly impressed,
however, by the words of Fr. Mitch Pacwa. He spoke of human
dignity and a number of key decisions made by the United States
Supreme Court that had denied that dignity. He went on to show
how those decisions were ultimately reversed, even though they
were once considered “settled” law.

In the Dredd Scott case of 1856, the Supreme Court ruled that the
rights of the slaveholder eclipsed the individual’s right to freedom.
In light of the precepts for equality and unalienable, God-given rights
in our Declaration of Independence, it seems unfathomable that such
a decision could be made. But the selfish culture of the day brought
about pressure that made the Supreme Court decide against human
dignity. The decision led to the Civil War and 14" Amendment
ultimately corrected that error in 1868, about 12 years later.

In the 1896 Plessy vs Ferguson case, the Supreme Court gave their
approval for segregation with their “Separate but Equal” decision. It
was overturned by the Brown vs. the Board of Education decision a
full 58 years later! In both instances, the Supreme Court failed to
uphold human dignity because of pressure brought by a selfish
society. The reversals of those Supreme Court decisions came when
new evidence and perspectives made it clear that human rights, not
previously recognized, were being violated.

In the 1973 Roe vs Wade decision, the court again denied humanity,
this time of the unborn and it is now considered “settled” law by
many. As before, the Court made that erroneous decision to satisfy
the self-centered desires of our day. But with improved
embryological science and with an understanding of the harm that
abortion does to women, Roe vs. Wade can and should be challenged
and perhaps overturned just as the Court’s previous poor decisions
were challenged and overturned.

The San Diego Chapter has agreed to host the Mother of Life
Conference again next year and, hopefully, the new evidence and
perspectives discussed on the Culture of Life will lead to new
challenges to the Roe vs Wade decision.

Saturday, August 14th, marked the first (and the West Coast's
Largest) All Day Pro-Life Conference, presented jointly by the San
Diego Diocese Chapter of the Knights of Columbus and its pro-life
funding arm the San Diego Knights of Columbus Chapter Charities,
Inc. The Conference was the fulfillment of a long held dream of
Conference Chairman and the Chapter's newly elected President, SK
Kamal Alsawaf. Kamal and Chapter Charities President, SK Hugh
Largey welcomed the nearly 2,000 attendees to a day that included a
premier screening of the Historical Documentary, "9 Days That
Changed the World" by recent Catholic convert, former House
Speaker Newt Gingrich, and his wife Callista.

This movie traces the pivotal role Pope John Paul II played in
concert with Ronald Reagan and Margaret Thatcher in bringing about
the fall of Soviet Communism in Poland, Eastern Europe, and Russia;

Billed as the largest ever of its kind on the
West Coast, this pro-life event lived up to its promise with a dazzling
array of all Catholic inspirational pro-life speakers combined with a
beautiful morning rosary introduced by the day's MC, Catholic
Answers Radio Host Patrick Coffin. The Trinitarian Sisters of Mary
(Singing Nuns of Tijuana) led the audience in the rosary prayer. As if
the gripping talks by Fr. Mitch Pacwa of EWTN fame, Fr. Tom
Euteneuer, Calista, Speaker Gingrich, and former UCLA Student Lila
Rose, President of Live Action Films weren't enough - the program
also featured over 60 pro-life and spiritually uplifting exhibits which
included a mobile RV equipped with a state-of-the-art Ultra Sound
Machine, and a Booth by the San Diego Knights immediate Past
Chapter President, SK Michael Brault.

Another noteworthy booth was managed by the Knights State’s
Advocacy for the Culture of Life Campaign Liaison Marie Widmann
from San Bernardino. Others seen taking in the conference were the
K of C's State Deputy Ivan Reek and State Membership Chairman Pat
Brown and their wives.

After all costs are met, plans are to distribute net proceeds to
select local pro-life organizations.
